This bronze decoration on the chariot of the Shang Dynasty

(ca. 1600-1046 BCE) is in the shape of a pair of rabbits. Chinese
ancient people hoped their chariots could be as fast as rabbits.
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This green jade carving of the Shang Dynasty (ca. 1600-1046
BCE) is in the shape of a rabbit. There is a hole in the part of
the foreleg for attaching.
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This green jade carving of the Shang Dynasty (ca. 1600-1046
BCE) is in the shape of a rabbit. There is a hole in the part of
the mouth for attaching.
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This bronze plate of the Han Dynasty (206 BCE-220 CE)
is engraved with a design of eagles hunting rabbits. It is an
accessory with cultural characteristics of nomads in northern

steppe.
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The impression of this bronze seal of the Han Dynasty (206
BCE-220 CE) is a rabbit. This kind of pictorial seal can be dated
back to the Warring States period. (ca. 475-221 BCE)
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This bronze carving of the Southern and Northern Dynasties

(420-589) is in the shape of a fat crouching rabbit, flattening its
long ears against the back.
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This light green glazed quan of the Sui Dynasty (581-618) is a
weight with a knob in the shape of a rabbit. It was produced in
Hongzhou kiln.
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This porcelain of the Tang Dynasty (618-907) is in the shape
of a crouching rabbit painted with green glaze, flattening ears
against the back.
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This pottery of the Song Dynasty (960-1279) is in the shape of
a crouching rabbit painted with white glaze, while its eyes are
with black glaze and ears, caramel glaze.
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This tricolor glazed fan-shaped zhen of the Northern Song

Dynasty (960-1127) is a pillow scraped with the design of a
rabbit and grass leaves.
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This is a tricolor glazed white pottery figurine of the Song

Dynasty (960-1279) holding a rabbit (one of Chinese zodiac) in
the arms.
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This white glazed zhen of the Jin Dynasty (1115-1234) is a
pillow in the shape of the head part of a ruyi-sceptre. It is
incised on the upper half with a running rabbit pattern.
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This green and white glazed ping of the Yuan Dynasty (1271-1368)

is a bottle decorated with the pattern of a rabbit running in the
wild and underglaze red design.
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This white glazed guan of the Yuan Dynasty (1271-1368) is a jar

incised with the pattern of figures and rabbits. It was produced
in Cizhou kiln.
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This green jade pei of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) is a
pendant engraved with the design of a rabbit holding a glossy
ganoderma in the mouth.
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This blue and white pan produced in the Wanli reign (1573-1620)

of the Ming Dynasty is a porcelain dish decorated with the
pattern of flowers and a rabbit.
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This ziangrun of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) is a green
glazed censer in the shape of a crouching rabbit. It is hollow
inside, and there are holes on the part of ears and mouth.
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This blue and white pan produced in the Longqing reign

(1567-1572) of the Ming Dynasty is a porcelain dish decorated
with the patterns of pine, bamboo, plum blossom and a rabbit.
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This green jade carving of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) is the

rabbit in Chinese zodiac. This figurine is an anthropomorphic
rabbit holding a folding fan in hand.
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This blue and white bez produced in the Wanli reign (1573-1620)
of the Ming Dynasty is a porcelain cup with a pair of flower-
shaped handles, and decorated with the pattern of flowers and

rabbits.
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This blue and white pan produced in the Tiangi reign (1621-
1627) of the Ming Dynasty is a porcelain dish with a floral
border round the mouth and decorated with the design of a
rabbit and other patterns.
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This bronze seal of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) is with a
knob in the shape of a rabbit. The impression of the seal is the
owner’s name who may be born in Chinese lunar year of the
rabbit.
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This blue glazed yand: of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) is a

dripping vessel for the inkstone. It is in the shape of a rabbit,
and produced in Shiwan kiln.
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This white glazed pen of the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644) is drawn

in the center with a rabbit pattern, which is encircled by patterns
of flowers and grass. It was produced in Pengcheng kiln.
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This green jade carving of the Qing Dynasty (1644-1911) is the

rabbit in the Chinese zodiac. It is crouching and flattening its
long ears against the back.
